The Government is committed to increasing the proportion of energy we use from renewable sources. While the UK has a wealth of energy resources, the depletion of our domestic fossil fuels reserves, and the growth in global energy demand, puts our security of energy supply at risk. The drive to increase the proportion of energy we obtain from renewable sources will not only increase the security of energy supplies in the UK; it will also provide opportunities for investment in new industries and new technologies. The Government believes that climate change is one of the most serious threats we face and that urgent action at home and abroad is needed. The development of renewable energy sources will also help the UK to play its full part in international efforts to reduce the production of harmful greenhouse gases. The Government has published a ‘Renewable Energy Roadmap.’ The Roadmap sets out a programme of practical actions to enable the level of renewable energy consumed in the UK to grow in line with our ambitions for 2020 and beyond. The 2009 Renewable Energy Directive sets a target for the UK to achieve 15 per cent of its energy consumption from renewable sources by 2020. This scale of increase represents a huge challenge.
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
